1. Call to order at 4:30 PM by Chairperson Lynnetta Kopp
2. Pledge of Allegiance 
3. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to approve the minutes of the June 28, 2010 Board Meeting as presented.   Motion carried unanimously.
4. Motion by Zahn/Kistner to approve payment of the bills in the amount of $97,489.86.  Motion carried unanimously. Copy attached.

5. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to recommend approval of the request by Ken Casberg to construct a new detached garage at N1683 Hagen Road.  Motion carried unanimously.

6. Jack Zabrowski & Virginia Loehr discussed a 1-mile extension of a bike trail from Southern Bluffs School to Goose Island Park.  The Project would cost about $1.2 million.  Shelby would have to pay the costs up front, then 80% would be reimbursed through a transportation grant.  Mr. Zabrowski is willing to write the grant, which is due on August 8, 2010.  Board consensus was that, while bike trails are an asset to the community, the Town has other priorities and does not have the discretionary municipal funds to pursue the project.  They would support fund raising projects to help with the cost.
7. Board discussed new Associated Appraisal contract with Assessor Mark Brown.  Agreed to wait until after the State Equalized Value report is published to make a decision on changes to the proposed contract.  Moved action on the contract to the September 13, 2010 Board Meeting.
8. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to deny the request of Howard Schumaker for a 2nd driveway at N2271 Willow Way West.  It is not in compliance with the Town Ordinance.  Motion carried unanimously.

9. Town Chairperson reported that Shelby Fire Department personnel were not wearing flotation devices as they patrolled for Riverfest.  Administrator agreed to discuss her concern with the Fire Chief.

10. Administrator’s Report.  Copy attached.  In addition, Administrator reported receiving a concern from a citizen regarding door to door solicitation, especially in the late evening.  The Town has no ordinance regulation door to door solicitation.
11. Board approved adjusting Town Board Meeting dates to accommodate busy schedules and vacations.  There will be no meeting on July 26th.  August meetings will be held on August 2nd and 16th.
12. Motion by Kopp/Kistner @ 5:50 PM to move into Closed Session to do staff reviews for the Administrator and Clerk-Treasurer.
