1. Call to order at 4:30 PM by Chairperson Lynnetta Kopp.
2. Pledge of Allegiance 
3. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to approve the minutes of the September 13, 2010 Board Meeting as presented.   Motion carried with Kopp abstaining.  
4. Motion by Zahn/Kistner to approve payment of the bills in the amount of $65,796.97.  Motion carried unanimously.  Copy attached.

5. Sue Aspenson addressed the Board in regard to neighborhood concerns about two rental properties at the intersection of Hagen and Mickel Roads. They include a nude statue, car on blocks, boat stored in the yard and camper at one residence, and laundry hung on the fence along the road and coats hung in the window at the other residence.  Administrator will talk to the property owner to see if the neighbor’s concerns can be addressed.
6. Ronnie Marshall of Ronnie’s Clean Up addressed the Board in regard to a ticket he received from Police Officer Sharon Neitzke.  

7. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to approve a 3-year (2011-2013) property assessment maintenance contract with Associated Appraisal Consultants, with caveats re maintaining assessment level at or above 90%, county-wide assessment and no charge of the maintenance fee for the year should the Board approve a complete reassessment in 2012 or 2013.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Board discussed Battlestone Station Condominium Development storm water issues with Attorney Kevin Roop.  Phone conference with the Receiver, their attorney and contractor was not productive.  The Letter of Credit expires Oct 22, 2010.  Attorney stressed that the Town is running out of time.  A plan needs to be developed.  Recommends documenting the cost to engineer a plan & it’s implementation, and then collecting the letter of credit before it expires.
9. Board discussed the proposed Lease Agreement with the City of La Crosse for the SYB parking lot.  Directed the Administrator to send a letter to the City stating that the draft Lease Agreement does not match the Resolution and does not conform to the discussion between the Shelby Town Chairperson and the Mayor of La Crosse on September 8, 2010.

10. Board discussed the proposed changes to the La Crosse County Zoning Ordinance and agreed to set a joint meeting with the Planning Commission for Wednesday, October 14th @ 5 PM to go over the proposed changes.

11. Motion by Kistner/Kopp to accept Resolution 3-10, approving the EMS Contract between the City/County Emergency Medical Services Commission & Tri-State Ambulance.  Motion carried with Zahn abstaining. Copy attached.
12. Discussion & possible action re the Long Range Plan was postponed to the October 11th Board Meeting.
13. Board discussed the hiring of a part-time grant writer in the Police Department.

14. Board discussed the petition of residents of Sherwood Dr for an additional street light.  Board agreed that the request does not match the necessary criteria for putting in a new street light.  However, they directed the Administrator to have tree limbs trimmed around the street light at the cul de sac to allow for more light in the area.
15. Board discussed increasing the dog license fee by $1 to cover additional administrative work.  Directed Clerk to get a breakdown of the current $10 & $20 fees.
16. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to accept Resolution 2-10 to increase the amount of time the Town Board has to review zoning ordinance applications.  Motion carried unanimously.  Copy attached.

17. Board discussed proposal to change health insurance plans.  Administrator recommends staying with the State Plan.

18. Administrator’s Report.  Copy attached.  

19. Clerk-Treasurer reported on the Primary Election and said that the Fall Newsletter would be mailed this week.
20. Chairperson Kopp reported on the NATAT Conference in Washington DC which she attended.
