1. Call to order at 4:31 PM by Chairperson Lynnetta Kopp.
2. Pledge of Allegiance 
3. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to approve the minutes of the September 27, 2010 Board Meeting as presented.   Motion carried unanimously.  
4. Motion by Kistner/Kopp to approve payment of the bills in the amount of $92,625.10.  Motion carried unanimously.  Copy attached.

5. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to recommend approval of Board of Adjustment Appeal # 2010-43 by Harold & Geraldine Nunemacher to construct a 24’X24’ detached accessory garage and to retain an existing residence that both lie within the required 50-ft set back from the right-of-way of US Hwy 14/61. Motion carried unanimously.
6. Motion by Zahn/Kistner to accept a contract extension with Hilltop Refuse and Recycling through 2013.  Motion carried unanimously. 
7. Board discussed elements of a long range plan for the Town that would include a needs assessment in 3, 5, & 7 years re buildings, parks, roads and equipment and discussion with Tri-State Ambulance re partnership.
8. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to raise the dog license fee for Town of Shelby residents $1, making the 2011 fee $11 for spayed/neutered dogs and $21 for dogs that are not spayed or neutered.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Board discussed non-union wages for 2011.   Moved to the10/25/10 Board Meeting Agenda for action.
10. Fire Chief Mike Kemp discussed the training schedule and answered questions re response time to Arbor Hills and staffing levels.

12. Treasurer gave the September Report and a brief summary of the WTA Conference in La Crosse which she attended.
13. Supervisor Kistner discussed cost/benefit of the Town’s membership in LADCO and LAPC.
