1. Call to order at 4:30 PM by Chairperson Lynnetta Kopp.
2. Pledge of Allegiance 
3. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to approve the minutes of the November 8, 2010 Board Meeting as presented.   Motion carried unanimously.

4. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to approve payment of the bills in the amount of $80,806.91.  Motion carried unanimously.  Copy attached.

5. West Salem School District Administrator Troy Gunderson presented and went through the West Salem School District Annual Meeting Report and School Facts 10, a publication by the Wisconsin Taxpayer Alliance with financial and demographic statistics comparing CESA 4 school districts.
6. Motion by Zahn/Kistner to approve a Certified Survey Map for Larry Werner, as recommended by the Planning Commission, to split off a parcel along H Werner road for a residential building site.  Motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Werner was advised that the CSM also needs approval of the City of La Crosse and the parcel may need a zoning change.
7. Motion by Kistner/Zahn to approve a Certified Survey Map, as recommended by the Planning Commission, for P&B Hunt Trust, W4867 Meyer Road, to split off a parcel, which includes the original farm house, for a residential building site.  Motion carried unanimously.  The CSM also needs approval of the City of La Crosse.
8. Board discussed the equity of employee benefits between union and non-union employees.  No action.

9. Administrator discussed committee reaction to proposed changes to the draft La Crosse County Zoning Ordinance submitted by the Town of Shelby.  Copy attached.  Board agreed to continue support for changes on signs and trailers.
10. Administrator went over changes to the 2011 Budget including a $6,500 transfer from surplus funds.  Motion by Kistner/Zahn to approve the 2011 Budget as amended in the amount of $2,218,600.  Motion carried unanimously.

11. 2010 Budget Adjustments moved to the December 13th meeting agenda.

12. Motion by Kistner/Kopp to approve the renewal application to keep a 3rd dog for Doris Jahnel, N880 Skemp Road.  Motion carried unanimously.

13. Revisions to Ordinance 2.01 re open burning moved to the December 13th meeting agenda.
14. Motion by Kopp/Kistner @ 5:39 PM to moved into closed session pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes Section 19.85(1)(g) to discuss potential negotiations with the town attorney.  Board returned to open session on a motion by Kistner/Kopp @ 5:55 PM.

15. Administrator’s Report.  Copy attached.

16. Clerk Treasurer reported that local offices will be on the ballot for the Spring Election.  Nomination papers can be circulated beginning December 1st.  Supervisor Kistner has submitted her intention to not run for re-election. Winter Newsletter and the Recycler will be going out in December.  

17. Chairperson reported on the Wisconsin Towns Association La Crosse County Unit November meeting and the La Crosse Area Planning Commission meeting.  She also reported a discussion with La Crosse Mayor Matt Harter where he brought up making Bliss Road a County Road.  She announced that the County Collaboration Committee would be meeting on December 2nd.  Supervisor Zahn agreed to attend.  Chairperson suggested that instead of exchanging gifts at the Christmas Party, employees bring a donation of food or money for the local food pantry.
18. Administrator reported that the Department of Natural Resources is encouraging the Town to take over the Wedgewood Water Trust.  He is discussing this with Kurt Knutson and believes it is workable.  He also said results of the Cell Tower Survey were tallied & presented to the Planning Commission on November 18th.
