1. Call to order at 4:30 pm by Chairman Tim Candahl.
2. Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Motion by Wichelt/Candahl to approve the minutes of the June 23, 2014 Town Board Meeting as presented.  Motion carried unanimously. 
4. Motion by Wichelt/Candahl to approve bills in the amount of $59,394.49.  Motion carried unanimously.  Copy attached.  

5. Chairman called for Citizen Concerns – none
6. Board went through the proposed Staff Restructure Plan (copy attached) ,  Motion by Ehler/ Wichelt to adopt the proposed Plan, separate the position of Clerk/Treasurer and appoint a Municipal Clerk at 25 hours per week who will report to  the Town Administrator.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Wichelt/Ehler to interview Deputy Clerk Michelle Kind for the Municipal Clerk position as soon as possible.
7. Board went through the Fire Chief’s July Report.  Copy attached.
8. Chairman Candahl reported meeting with City of La Crosse Mayor Tim Kabat.  They discussed the Town of Shelby interest in purchasing the SYB parking lot, proposed new development along Knobloch Road, Town contribution to City parks, cooperating on a proposed bike/pedestrian trail in the Hwy 14/61 Corridor, & hiking trails in the bluffs.  
9. At 5:08 PM Chairman Candahl opened the Public Hearing on the proposed Bloomer Mill/Lauterbach Road Drainage Project.  Administrator Brudos went over the parameters of the project as outlined in a letter to local residents. (copy attached)  Then the meeting was opened for discussion.  Comments from residents included:
· Proposed assessment for property owners is a big expense for those on limited incomes

· Town rejected offer of property owner to have tree removed (Administrator said the tree was very large and requires a professional service to remove)

· Don’t pipe it to the creek, let it soak into the ground as nature intends

· Dig out a swale between 1100 & 1096 and let water drain naturally
· Those not affected by flooding should not have to pay.  The problem was created by developer Hoeschler when he sold lots and homes were built in a natural waterway

· The Town should pick up more of the cost of the project or even the whole thing

· Assessments for the cost should be evenly divided instead of by lot size

       There being no more questions or comments, Chairman Candahl made a motion to close the


the Public Hearing and resume the regular town board meeting.  Seconded by Wichelt. 


Motion carried unanimously.

10. Motion by Ehler/Wichelt to move forward with the Bloomer Mill/Lauterbach Project as planned with Special Assessment details to be determined at a later date.  Motion carried unanimously.
